There are three trial formats BHU sanctioned events and BHU format events
1BHU SANCTIONED EVENT: Any dog/handler event can be sanctioned BHU. BHU will award sanctioned dogs a run toward nationals and 1 HH point for each sanctioned dog beat.
EXP: Molly places 3rd out of 6 dogs BHU sanctioned. Molly receives 3 HH points and a run towards nationals. To have an event sanctioned, BHU must be notified 20 days in advance by trial host. Sanctioned events may be fun trials all the way to money hunts in other formats and trial orgination. This being said BHU is only responsible for posting trial info, all liability is responsibility of trial host.   

2BHU FORMAT EVENTs nationals. To host an event judges must be certified by BHU and can only judge a class that themselves or thier dog is not competing in.
EXP: Jeff is running in pointing open, so he can judge pointing amateur. Entry fees must be mailed to host 7 days prior to event. 1st- 3rd will win placement tags for your BHU plaqes. BHU picture plaqes are $40.

3BHU HUNT TEST :  Hunt test trials can take place anytime two certified judges can perform the test ( must be approved by two judges)
